Committee – Governing the 
Profession
The Board’s Professional Conduct 
Committee (renamed from the Disci-
plinary Review Committee with the 
approval of the bylaw amendments by 
Industry Canada) investigates alleged 
professional misconduct complaints 
about applicants or certifi cate holders 
that relate to the Code of Ethics.

In accordance with Article 13.12 of 
the June 2005 bylaws, “Any applicant 
or certifi cate holder who is disciplined 
will have their name published in the 
BCRSP’s newsletter.” Article 13.12 
of the amended bylaws submitted to 
Industry Canada will, in addition, 
include the publishing of the name on 
the BCRSP’s web site.

Decision: Reprimand

The Professional Conduct Committee 
investigated the misrepresentation of 
qualifi cations by the certifi cate holder 
and determined that a violation of the 
Code of Ethics had been committed.

The following disciplinary actions 
were approved by the Governing 
Board. The certifi cate holder is pro-
hibited from submitting a nomination 
for the Governing Board for a period 
of ten years; a letter of reprimand was 
placed in certifi cate holder’s fi le; and, 
a letter of apology from the certifi cate 
holder was to be submitted to the 
Governing Board.
